FIRE SAFETY

f Raise the alarm by activating the nearest break glass call point and alert those in
your area, if it is safe to do so.

f Leave the budling by the nearest escape route — do not use lifts.

f Go to the nearest assembly point and report to the Fire Marshal. Stay at the
assembly point until advised otherwise — you may be required to provide more
information.

When you hear the fire alarm sounding:



f Leave the building quickly and calmly using the nearest signage — do not use the lift
or pick up personal belongings.
